The Centennial Commission awarded the WRIN a grant in the
amount of $25,553.64 to enhance their on-line archives and edit
several previously recorded interviews for posting on their website.
The interviews were recorded in 2014 for a Vegas PBS three-part
documentary series about women community builders in Las Vegas.
Centennial funding was used to edit the documentary interviews into
short clips that are available on the website. Funding was also used
to add more robust educational materials to the website with images
of historic Las Vegas women and links to digital bibliographies
including their original memoirs, diaries, letters and books.
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
