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Hugh E. Taylor was a prolific Las Vegas architect whose career
spanned 1946-1989, with the vast majority of his buildings in the Las
Vegas Valley. NPF became the steward of Taylor’s archive of over
5,000 architectural drawings for nearly 1,000 projects that included
homes, buildings, casinos, apartment complexes and other various
structures in the Las Vegas community.

NPF was awarded $107,462.68 in 2016 which was used to
document the physical archive, and to create an online digital
archive and 3D models of select projects. A second grant of $98,600
in 2018 continued the work with additional discoveries and donations
that came to the archive during its first phase.
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
