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. A Centennial grant in the amount of $69,435 was awarded to UNLVs 
Oral History Research Center for the costs associated with their 
Ward 1 Neighborhood Project.  
 
The project focused on collecting oral histories from current and past 
residents from neighborhoods located along West Charleston 
Boulevard. This included the neighborhoods of Artesian Heights, 
Glen Heather, McNeil, Palomino Area, Pinto Palomino, the Ranchos, 
Scotch Eighties and Westleigh. Participants provided first-hand 
accounts on a variety of topics related to the areas where they lived. 
Each interview was video recorded and transcribed, all of which are 
available on the UNLV Special Collections and Archives Portal.
